They probably laughed, 

cried, made mistakes and had to learn many lessons, just like all of us. What made the 

difference for them? 

 

They firmly decided to get better at loving God through others through sacrifice, acts of 

mercy and obedience to God. Some of them had their parents praying for their conversion 

and obedience to God.  

 

We do not adore saints, we honor them for their exemplary life and we ask them to pray for 

us, so that we too may live a life in allegiance to Jesus Christ. We can always go to the 

saints for help, support, prayer and accompaniment. And we are all called to be a saint! 

 

There is one special saint we remember this month; that is Saint Anthony of Padua. 

Saint Anthony left everything he had to devote himself completely to Christ and take the 

Gospel message everywhere he could. He faced unexpected situation and he always 

prayed and read the Scripture to find strength and clarity. 

He is typically depicted with a book and the Infant Child Jesus and is commonly referred to 

today as the "finder of lost articles."  St Anthony is venerated all over the world as the Patron 

Saint for lost articles , and is credited with many miracles involving lost people, lost things 

and even lost spiritual goods.

Johannes Gutenberg was born in the 14th century in Mainz, Germany. He invented a 

method of printing that was used without important change until the 20th century.
