“HOW ARE WE USING LIGHT IN OUR NEW SPACE?” 
  

Lumen Christi! Deo Gratias! 
Light of Christ!  Thanks be to God! 
  
The above text is from the Great Vigil of Easter, at the 
Lucernarium, the Service of Light.  In Sacred Scripture 
and Roman Liturgy, the image of light is always involved 
in the removal of darkness.  We rejoice as “children of 
the Light” (I Thessalonians 5:5) because Christ has 
shattered the darkness of sin and death and we now 
walk in in his light.  
  
Not only is Lumen Christi the name of our parish, it is our 
mission to live as “Children of the light” as Jesus says;  
  

You are the light of the world.  A city set on a 
mountain cannot be hidden.  Nor do they light a lamp 
and then put it under a bushel basket; it is set on a 
lampstand, where it gives light to all in the house.  Just 
so, your light must shine before others, that they may 
see your good deeds and glorify your heavenly Father.  
(Matthew 5:14-16) 

  
Light is essential for our eyes to see.  In sacred space, this 
light is transcendent, allowing us to “see” in a new way.  
Light is essentially the greatest element in creating the 
visual environment of our remodeled liturgical space.  The 
new sanctuary will be flooded with the morning light from 
the Spiritus window above.  Indirect light over the nave of 
the church will facilitate better reading and visibility for 
the assembly.  The new prayer chapel, facing south, will 
have windows on three sides absorbing the strong 
daylight.  The Stations of the Cross will be framed, 
highlighted and illuminated making them more easily 
identifiable.  The new church will be illuminated by light in 
many, many, exciting ways inspiring all of us to be the 
“Light of Christ” to others.
