Environment Certification If you are thinking of becoming a new volunteer, please contact Terry Scaggs. Safe 

Environment Coordinator, for all requirements and training of the Safe Environment Program. Please note that all 
requirements and training must be completed PRIOR TO SERVING in a ministry. Currently, the Safe Environment 
initial training is now being completed online in the “Safe and Sacred” Program. This will take the place of having 
to attend “live” classes. Your Safe Environment certification is valid for three years from the date you complete the 
initial training. Retraining - You will be notified by email or called when you are due to take your retraining. If you
